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For the sake of simplicity I have only included the Hebrew manuscripts of
the Gospels and New Testament in this first Annotated Bibliography. There are
other manuscripts that are well established to have come from the Hebrew Manu-
script Tradition. In other words, The Hebrew Gospels were translated into the
early European languages. Among these manuscripts are The Catalan Gospels,
The Waldensian Gospels, and The Romaunt Gospel of John. These are extremely
important documents in their own right as well as for establishing the Hebrew
Manuscript Tradition. They will be added in later updates of this bibliography.

Nor have I included all of The Hebrew Gospel manuscripts. There are
about 42 extant manuscripts of the Shem Tov Hebrew Matthew. 1 have only
listed one of those here. There are additional manuscripts extant as well of The
Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia. One particularly interesting manuscript is 7he
Breslau Hebrew Gospels which includes the Shem Tov Hebrew Matthew along
with Mark, Luke and John from The Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia. There is a
Hebrew manuscript of the Epistle of 2nd Peter which I have not included. There
are others that I know of but have not yet obtained copies in order to study them.
There will be others, of that I have no doubt.

All of these texts need to be authenticated. That extremely important work
has only just begun. For that reason I have included Appendix A which gives evi-
dence of the authenticity of The Hebrew Gospels. 1 will continue to update this
Annotated Bibliography of The Hebrew Gospels as more come to light. The
latest update will always be available at writingofgod.com for free download.

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Prologue

Everywhere I go to teach about The Hebrew Gospels, whether in person or via the internet, I bump up
against the ‘expert’ academic opinion that there is “absolutely zero evidence of The Hebrew Gospels!”
Certainly I hear this from professors, researchers and pastors but it is also reflected by Christian and Messianic
believers. It is conveyed with the certitude that it is the ‘gospel truth!” 1usually carry a copy of The Hebrew
Gospels from Catalonia (Matthew, Mark, Luke & John). Participants can hold the manuscript in their hands
and turn the pages, see the translation notes in the margins, etc. I have spent the last several years translating
this manuscript and others. You will see page views from them in this ebook.

Finally, it occurred to me that since I had already found three Gospel manuscripts from the original
Hebrew. There must be more! In December 2019, I organized a spur-of-the-moment research blitz of a few
of the major research libraries in Europe. The first day I went to Cambridge University Library and
uncovered four previously unknown manuscripts of The Hebrew Gospels from Cochin, India where the
Apostle Thomas went to evangelize in the first century. Two days later I discovered a fifth manuscript of 7he
Hebrew Gospels at Rylands Library in Manchester, England. By the end of the trip I had recovered two more
manuscripts, in Catalan and Roumant, which had been translated from The Hebrew Gospels. Markers of the
Hebrew Manuscript Tradition have now been established and they are clear and definitive. (See Appendix B)

I obtained digitized copies of these documents to study and translate. Many, if not most, had never
been digitized or even listed in the library catalog. That means practically no one has ever seen them! There
are significant differences between The Hebrew Gospels and The Greek Gospels. These differences do not
change the Gospel story - but they do add tremendous depth to the Hebrew perspective never before seen. The
hard truth is that everything we know about our Hebrew Messiah comes to us through the Greek filter
of a different language, culture and thought! There is a method to the madness of those who changed
things in the Greek and Latin Gospels. The changes were clearly made to support the doctrines of the newly
formed Greco-Roman Church. The B’nai Emunah Institute is dedicated to restoring The Received Text!

These changes are highly significant and the reader who wants to see the evidence and analysis,
in-depth, can start with my book Sons of Zion vs Sons of Greece: Survival of The Hebrew Gospels and The
Messianic Church (available at writingofgod.com). One should not read this ebook (an annotated bibliog-
raphy) and jump to conclusions. It is only the tip of the iceberg! Nonetheless, I have included in Appendix A
some of the most basic evidence that proves the first century origin of some of these Hebrew manuscripts.

The evidence of first century origin is essential. The reason there has been no awareness of The
Hebrew Gospels is because of the belief in Greek Primacy of the Bible. “All the books of the New Testament
were originally written in Greek!” The corollary to that premise is that no Hebrew Gospel exists - nor ever
existed! This premise cannot survive even a cursory review of early church literature. Remember that every
single one of the N.T. books were written by Hebrew authors (in Greek?). The Christian Church fathers
frequently commented, in the early church literature, that the original Gospel (Matthew) was written in
Hebrew. To give you a quick summary; Luke - as well - was originally written in Hebrew but when translated
later into Greek much was added to it. Luke is a hybrid. Hebrews, Peter, James, Jude and Revelation were
originally from Hebrew manuscripts. Acts is in question. The other N.T. manuscripts were initially in Greek
as far as we know. Those originally Greek books of the New Testament were translated early on into Hebrew
and compiled along with The Hebrew Gospels, so that an entire Hebrew New Testament was available to the
Messianic Church. This Hebrew-speaking Messianic Church was the core of Christianity for centuries. My
book Sons of Zion was written to document this all-important story - the greatest story never told! This ebook
has a very limited purpose - to prove The Hebrew Gospels existed in the first century and have survived!

The text 1s 304 pages, including the books of Matthew, Mark, Luke and John in Hebrew
along with prefaces to Matthew, Mark & Luke by St. Jerome in Hebrew as well.  Jerome, by his
own declaration, had translated 7he Hebrew Gospel(s) mto Greek and Latin - apparently add-
g the Hebrew prefaces at the same time. This 1s a 15th century manuscript which has been
validated as coming from a first century source. See Appendix A for a brief summary analysis of
of that proof. This was copied by Messianic scribes, believers in the Hebrew Messiah, who used
Hebrew conventions such as substituting Adonai, Hashem, Elohim, etc. for the name of
Yehovah. They risked being burned at the stake for copying, or even being in possession of
The Hebrew Gospels. The name of the Messiah 1s used mn Hebrew - Yeshuas Mashiach.
Although more work needs to be done to ascertain the journey of this manuscript, historical
attestation cites 7he Hebrew Gospels as being extant in the Medieval period in Spain where 1t
was translated mto Catalan.

Hebrew Manuscript #1616

The manuscript has 584 pages and icludes all four Gospels & Acts of the
Apostles, all of the Epistles and the book of Revelation. It 1s a complete text of 7he
Hebrew New Testament, one of two complete texts of the New Testament i the
Cochin Collection. These Gospels have been ascertained to have come from a first
century source! See Appendix A for a brief summary of the analysis of this evi-
dence. It was discovered in 1806 at the Synagogue of the Black Jews of Cochin and

recopied from the “ancient Jerusalem scripf’ by Claudius Buchanan in 1810.

Cochin, i India, was the terrtory where the Apostle Andrew evangelized and estab-
lished a church that continues to this day. Bartholomew was cited by Eusebius n
the early church lhiterature as taking a copy of The Hebrew Gospel to Cochin n the
first century. In the second century, Pantaenus was cited as sojourning there and
returning to Alexandria with a copy of The Hebrew Gospel. Apparently, the Messi-
anic community of Cochin preserved the Gospels and added Hebrew translations of

the Greek epistles 1n order to have a complete Hebrew compilation of the N.T.

The manuscript 1s 373 pages, including all four Gospels, Acts of the Apostles,
all of the Epistles - but no book of Revelation. Below 1s the first page of that docu-
ment. The manuscript did not have a cover so the first page 1s discolored and worn
from exposure. The rest of the manuscript 1s in much better condition. It 1s quite

readable, although hand written in a script that 1s somewhat peculiar.

The Cochin Collection also contains another manuscript which 1s the complete text
of Revelation [see next page|. Although it 1s definitely a different manuscript 1t has
been bound along Wlth the Cochin Hebrew N.T. in order to have a complete text.

Thus is the first complete manuscript of the Hebrew Book of Revelation ever
discovered! The age of this manuscript has yet to be determined. 7he Cochin Gos-
pels are also a complete Hebrew N.T. including Revelation. So that means we have
two (early) Hebrew manuscripts of Revelation. However, 1t has yet to be deter-
mined if The Cochin Gospels (& N.T.) were, 1n fact, recopied from the manuscript
of The Cochin Hebrew New Testament. Nonetheless, having the first complete
Hebrew manuscript of Revelation with some claim to authenticity 1s an enormous
discovery! The translation, analysis, and comparison of this manuscript with others
such as The Cochin Hebrew N.T. and the Hazon Manuscript of Revelation could
help establish the authentic original Hebrew text of Revelation. Various scholars
have opined that Revelation comes from a Hebrew subtext, meaning that an analysis

of the underlying syntax shows Revelation to be of Hebrew origin.

This manuscript includes the Hebrew text of Acts of the Apostles, Romans,
Ist & 2nd Corinthians, Galatians, and Ephesians. An early presumption about this
manuscript 1s that it contains Hebrew translations of the Greek Epistles in order to
compile them with the Hebrew elements to achieve a complete Hebrew New Testa-
ment. That remains to be seen. The Hebrew origin of Acts 1s in question. Luke
wrote both the Gospel of Luke and Acts as a two part letter to Theophilus. We
know Luke was ornigmally written in Hebrew - so logically Acts was as well. See the
complete evidentiary analysis of the Hebrew origin of Luke 1n Sons of Zion vs Sons

of Greece. This manuscript of Acts should help to answer that very important

question.
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1The Cochin Hebrew Gospel of John

The Gospel of John raises so many historical questions. Many historians no
longer believe that 1t was written by the Apostle John. Apparently, the early church
felt a Greek Gospel by an Apostle was needed to counterbalance the Hebrew Gos-
pel of Matthew - otherwise, the only eye-witness testimony to the Messiah 1s from
Hebrew, not a good thing to the early Greek Church. John has the least historical
attestation as to its author. It was heavily edited by its Greek editors, more than 60
third person msertions are 1 the text, giving the “ Love Gospel” the dubious distinc-
tion of having the most anti-Judaic statements 1n the New Testament. This Hebrew
manuscript of John may go a long way towards answering those historical questions.

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1The Shem Tov Hebrew Matthew: The Touchstone
Vat. Ebr. 101 (Vaticano Ebreu Manuscrito #101)

The Hebrew Matthew portion of the manuscript 1s 75 pages. So far this 1s the only
Hebrew Gospel that has been translated into English. The translation was done by George
Howard - Mercer University Press in 1995. The Shem Tov Manuscript of Hebrew Matthew was
entitled 7he Touchstone | Evan Bohan’in Hebrew|. It 1s an amazing work of eleven chapters
only one of which 1s the Hebrew Matthew. The other chapters discuss differences in the Greek
Septuagint translation from the Hebrew text of the Tanakh (Old Testament). This major part of
the document has never been translated. It will be of great value in recovering the Received
Text of the Bible. The Shem Tov, as it 1s called, was widely copied and recopied among the
Messianic communities throughout the centuries.  So far we know of 42 manuscripts of the
Shem Tov. Fourteen of these have been recovered by Nehemia Gordon from Eastern Europe.

In 1385, Shem Tov Ibn Shaprut transcribed from an extant copy of The Hebrew Gospels
-the book of Matthew - in order to annotate it with debate argumentation. Shem Tov and other
Jewish leaders were being forced to debate Christians over the truth of the Gospels. If they lost
the debate, they and their whole community would be forced to convert to Christtanity. Shem
Tov planned to do the same with Mark, Luke and John but never completed them. His 1s not
the only historical attestation of 7he Hebrew Gospels surviving in Medieval Spain!
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Vatican Hebrew Manuscript #530

This fragment 1s four pages from what was a complete manuscript of 7he Hebrew Gos-
pels. It includes the title pages of both Luke and John. It’s importance comes from the fact
that it is a new document - although it is clearly from the Hebrew Manuscript Tradition - it
does not seem to be copied from the same source document as The Hebrew Gospels from
Catalonia or The Cochin Gospels. So, if this holds true, there was another surviving branch
of the original Hebrew manuscript texts of the first century.

Note the small red box in the left margin. In Vat. Ebr. 530 (fragment 11) the name of
God - Yehovah - is used throughout including the vowel pointing so there is no doubt as to its
correct pronunciation. This partial pageview 1s from the title page of Luke, the title below says
“Beginning Chapter.” The first line says “And 1t was in the days of Herodos king of Judaea...”
Epiphanius (315=403 AD), the Jewish Christian Bishop of Salamus, cited this as the first ine of
The Hebrew Gospel [of Luke]. This 1s also the first ine in 7he Hebrew Gospels from Catalo-
nia [HGC| in Luke 1:5. Luke verses 1:1-4 are not part of The Hebrew Gospel. See Sons of
Zion versus Sons of Greece for the detailed analysis. Luke 1:1-4, called the prologue to Luke in
the Greek Gospels, basically say that it 1s a copy of earlier documents from the Apostles. The
Hebrew Gospel of Luke does not say it 1s a copy! Logically therefore, 1t 1s likely to be original.
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1The Hazon Hebrew Manuscript of Revelation

British Library - Sloane Collection Manuscript #273

This manuscript 1s the first seven pages of Revelation - from chapter one, verse
one, to chapter two, verse twelve. Chapter one, verse eight in the red box below
reads, “I am the Aleph and the Tav, said Yehovah Elohim - Who 1s, Who was,
Who 1s to come, ‘HaShaddar’ The Almighty.” Note that this manuscript uses the
name of God - Yehovah - with the correct vowel pointing, often a marker of Messi-
anic scribes. Also, instead of saying the Alpha and Omega, first and last letters of
the Greek alphabet, 1t says Aleph Tav, first and last letters of the Hebrew alphabet.
The Aleph Tav (Alpha Omega mn Greek) was the phrase used to mean the
‘alphabet’ before that term came mto use many centuries later. Here, God 1s literal-
ly claiming the alphabet 1s of Him. See 7he Writing of God for more research
evidence of the first alphabet of letter-symbols being given at Mount Sinai.
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1The Hebrew Epistles of James & Jude
British Royal Museum Manuscript #16 A 11

These Epistles are listed as Hebrew translations of the Epistles of James and Jude with a
Latin dedication to Henry VIII. They are 16th century (1500-1599 AD) copies. They were
presented to the British Museum by George II in 1757 from the old Royal Library. Note that
since 1t 1s presumed 7he Hebrew Gospels do not exist any such manuscripts would be assumed
automatically to be a translation. Now with the discovery of the Cochin Collection we may be
able to ascertain their authenticity, or lack of it, by comparison with the Cochin Hebrew Epistles.

There 1s also a Hebrew manuscript of 2nd Peter in the British Library. These apostles
were Hebrews who did not know Greek (Acts 4:13). They would have written or dictated their
letters in Hebrew. There 1s no reason to dismiss the possibility of Epistles by Peter, James, Jude
and John m Hebrew. In fact, that was the most likely outcome. Remember the Messianic
Church was predominantly Hebrew during their hifetimes. The family of faith they would have
written to would have been Hebrews. Establishing authenticity 1s the first step for all of these

Authentication of the Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia

The most important question concerning The Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia is their
authenticity. Do the Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia [HGC] come from the original Hebrew
Gospel of the first century? The original Hebrew Gospel would be Matthew, and probably
much of Luke. Attestations indicate the other Gospels were available to the Messianic
community in Hebrew translation, therefore a compilation of The Hebrew Gospels was
inevitable. So, to simplify matters, in this book, a reference to The Hebrew Gospel (singular)
would be Hebrew Matthew, and part of Luke, whereas The Hebrew Gospels (plural) would
denote the compilation of all four Gospels as in The Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia [HGC].

In Jerome’s Commentary on Matthew, he states that, in The Hebrew Gospel, another
name is used for Bar Abbas, the criminal who is released by Pilate. Jerome cites his name as
“son of their teacher in the Gospel according to the Hebrews.”** “Barabbas (AX 1) is an
Aramaic name meaning ‘son of the father,” whereas ‘son of their teacher’ would be 111 N2
[Bar Rabban]”* In The Hebrew Gospels [HGC] - the released prisoner is referred to four
times as Bar Rabban (Matthew 27:16,17,20,21), ‘son of the teacher’ - never as Bar Abbas.

So we have external evidence, an historical attestation by Jerome, of the name Bar Rab-
ban used in The Hebrew Gospel. We also have internal evidence from The Hebrew Gospels
from Catalonia [HGC] which used Bar Rabban all four times his name is mentioned. | can
think of no possible way this could have happened by chance or by collusion. One correlation,
however, can always be dismissed. One correlation is a coincidence. Two is a pattern!

The ideal authentication of The Hebrew Gospels [HGC], would have these criteria:

1. A credible ancient source citing events and/or quotations in the original Hebrew Gospel
that differ from the Greek Gospel,

2. Multiple ancient citations of that same event or quotation,
3. Independent historical confirmation of the event/quotation,

4. Confirmation of the same event or quotation from the text of The Hebrew Gospels [HGC].

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Breaking of the Lintel in The Hebrew Gospels

In three instances Jerome preserves evidence of a tradition in the early church of the breaking of
the Temple lintel stone rather than the Temple curtain at the crucifixion of Jesus (Matt. 27:51;
Mark 15:38; Luke 23:45).* “In the Gospel we often mention, we read that the immense temple

lintel fell and broke to pieces.””” Again, “In the Gospel, however, which is composed in Hebrew,

we read not that the Temple curtain was torn but that the Temple lintel of wondrous size fell.”*

In The Hebrew Gospels [HGC], it is the breaking of the stones of the Temple that are
cited, which felled the lintel stone at the entry of the Holy of Holies. Compare the verses
given in the King James Bible [KJV] to The Hebrew Gospels [HGC]:

HGC Matt 27:51

“And here the Temple was broken on both sides up and down and the earth quaked and the

stones split in the middle.”

KJV Matthew 27:51

“And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; and the
earth did quake, and the rocks rent.”

HGC Mark 15:38 “The temple was broken on both sides up and down...”

KJV Mark 15:38 “And the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom.”

HGC Luke 23:45 “The sun went dark and covered the temple and it was split in the middle.”

KJV Luke 23:45 “The sun was darkened, and the veil of the temple was rent in the midst.”

The earthquake would account for the breaking of the large lintel stone over the
entrance to the inner Temple, “the stones split in the middle.” Note that the damage would
also have torn the veil hanging beneath the lintel. However, the veil alone could hardly be
ripped by an earthquake absent other damage. The early first century church tradition of
the breaking of the lintel - as preserved by Jerome from The Hebrew Gospel - is confirmed
in all three verses of The Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia... Now we have a pattern! *

In The Cochin Hebrew Gospels we find exactly the same pattern of the stones of the
Temple - the Holy of Holies - split in all three verses; Matt 27:51, Mark 15:38, and Luke 23:45!

THE HEBREW GOSPELS PROJECT

The B’nai Emunah Institute has taken on the task of compiling a
definitive version of The Hebrew Gospels from surviving texts of the Hebrew
Manuscript Tradition. 7he Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia [HGC] is one sur-
viving text containing all four of the Gospels in Hebrew.

Correlations between The Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia [HGC]
and the Shem Tov Hebrew Matthew [STM]

In Matthew 1:19 the KJV says Joseph is concerned Mary will be put to shame for
becoming pregnant. The HGC & STM say Joseph is worried about Myriam being

put to death.

In Matthew 13:55 the KJV says “son of the carpenter” but both the HGC & STM
say Yeshua is the “son of the smith> (191 12). [In Greek it says ’technon’ - builder]

In Matt 8:5-6 the KJV says a centurion came to Yeshua “saying my servant lies at
home sick.” The HGC & STM say “my son ( °12) lies at home sick...”

In Matthew 5:35 the KIJV says “Jerusalem...city of the Great King” while the
HGC and the STM say “city of God.” There is a scholia (note) in the margin of
the Codex Sinaticus of the Greek Septuagint at Matt 5:35 which says “In the
Hebrew Gospel it says city of God.”

In Matt 12:42, the KJV says “The gueen of the south shall rise up in judgement.”
The HGC & STM say “The gqueen of Sheba will rise up in judgement.”
In Matthew 28:9 of the KIV “Jesus met them saying, All Hail.” In the HGC,
Yeshua says “/May] God save you.” - in the STM “/May] God deliver you.”
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SURVIVAL OF
THE HEBREW MANUSCRIPT TRADITION

The Hebrew Gospels from Catalonia [HGC] and the Shem Tov Matthew

[STM] were both written in Hebrew in Spain within the span of a century. They
are two examples of a Hebrew Manuscript Tradition that survived outside of the
hegemony of the Roman Church. Other manuscripts - examplars of the Hebrew
Manuscript Tradition have recently been found! The Cochin Gospels and Cochin
New Testament in Hebrew - The Waldensian Bible in Roumant and The Catalan
Gospels. The Waldensians were martyred by the Roman Church for millenia for
not accepting Rome’s authority and interpretation of Scripture. According to their
oral tradition, their Roumant Bible predated the Latin Vulgate.

I have found markers that designate texts originating from the Hebrew

Manuscript Tradition. Here are the four markers:

1) The name of the Messiah is derived from

Hebrew - Yeshuas, Yeshua or Yeshu.

2) Where it says “son of Man” in the Vulgate, KJV, etc.,
it often says “son of the virgin” in the HGC and the Roumant Bible

(although not in the STM).

3) KJV John 1:1 “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with
God, and the Word was God.”

In the Roumant book of John it says “In the beginning was the Son, and
the Son was with God, and the Son was God.”

The HGC says “In the beginning was the Son Eloah, and the Son of El was
with EL”

4) The preface to the Gospels in the Hebrew Manuscript Tradition will
often state that the Gospel was originally written in Hebrew.

Rome fell in 410 AD to Alaric’s Visigoths. The Classical Age had come to
an end. “As the Western Empire died, it left behind it empty cities with marble
ruins lying like great skeletons at their centres.”'

1) The call from Sinai is a sacred Covenant which God intended to reach the whole world...

5) God provided the Israelites with a system of writing... “And Moses turned, and went down
the mount, and the two tablets of the testimony were in his hand: the tablets were written on
both their sides; on the one side and on the other were they written. And the tablets were
the work of God, and the writing was the writing of God...” (Ex 32:15-16) God specified the
writing of God, the alphabet, is of Him. “I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end-
ing... the first and the last: what you see, write in a book...” (Rev 1:8-11). The Covenant

included numeracy - letters were also used for numbers. “Take you the sum...and divide...”

7) The Covenant is for men... and women... “And every able and wise-hearted man in whose
mind the Lord had put wisdom and ability, everyone whose heart stirred him up to come to do
the work...” (Ex 36:2) “And they came, both men and women, as many as were willing-
hearted...” (Ex 35:22), and children... Daniel and his cohort were learning the word & the
writing of God. “God gave them knowledge and skill in all learning and wisdom...” (Daniel 1:17
essentially the same blessing as in Exodus 35:31).

8) Scripture specifies a Godly Yardstick - a measure for those receiving the blessing of the
Covenant... “In all matters of wisdom and understanding, that the king inquired of them, he
found them ten times better than all the [wise men] that were in his realm” (Dan 1:20).

9) The Covenant commanded believers to teach the word & the writing of God to their chil-
dren... “Said the Lord, | will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and
will be their God, and they shall be my people” (Jer 31:33). “You shall read this law...” (Deut
31:11) “And you shall write them [words of the law] upon the posts of your house, and on
your gates” (Deut 6:9). “And you shalt teach them diligently unto your children, and shall talk
of them when you sit in your house, and when you walk by the way, and when you lie down,
and when you rise up” (Deut 6:7).

10) There is a curse to those who do not obey the Covenant... “Behold, | set before you this
day a blessing and a curse, a blessing if you obey... and a curse if you will not obey...” (Deut
11:26-28) “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because you have rejected
knowledge, | will also reject you, that you shalt be no priest to me: seeing you have forgotten
the law of your God, | will also forget your children” (Hos 4:6). In Hebrew, to remember also
has the meaning ‘to show favor to’, and to forget also means ‘to not show favor to’.

Veronica continues
to ignore the scratch pad in
front of her as she moves on
to other problems. Like
75,500 squared. (Answer:
5,700,250,000.) Or the fifth
root of 2,887,174,368.
(Answer: 78.) Sometimes,
as she’s working through
the numbers in her mind,
her eyes glaze over a little
through pink plastic glasses.
But eventually, the pigtails
start swinging, and she
smiles again. She’s got the
answer.
